1.) What year was the Highland games established in? 
1870
Turn left down the pathway along the Danny Burn
2.) Where will you find 3 planets with 51 moons. 
The railings on the left at the top of the path.
3.) Why could this path be a be a Scottish garden of Eden?
There is an apple tree.
4.) What sporting basket can you see?
Basketball net in Bankhouse back yard.
5.) What has not much room under the painted blossom?
Some painted toadstools/ mushrooms on the Bankhouse back gate.
6.) Celebrated on 1st May with only one difference
House named Beltone (Beltane with one difference).
7.) Which rusty bird is not on a table?
Peacock but would accept pheasant as well.
8.) Where will you find the third eye?
On the telegraph pole – 8L 18 3I.
Turn right onto Burnside Way and be sure to look at both sides of the street
9.) Which house number is lucky?
No. 7 because it has a horseshoe outside.
10.) Where is the floral sphere hanging?
At no.6.
11.) Who won the race despite his speed?
The tortoise (hare and tortoise story), based on an ornament at no. 4.
12.) Look for a large cow that likes water
The word Buffalo is on a drain.
Follow Burnside Way round the corner to the right, walking down to the end of the loop before coming back along the other side.
13.) Who is the monster in metal?
Wire sculpture of Loch Ness monster or “Nessie” at no. 71.
14.) How many wheels does it take to turn into malt?
11 structural “wheels” can be seen on the walls of the maltings.
15.) Which house is not a friend to Yorkshire?
No. 46 because it has a red (Lancashire) rose on the gate.
Follow Abercairney Place round to the right past the Community garden.
16.) Who is with the owl instead of a pussy cat?
No. 42 has a frog ornament next to an owl.
17.) Where will you find the king of the jungle?
Lion statue at no. 40.
18.) I used to burn with warmth but now I’m out in the cold. What am I?
An old fireplace outside no. 32.
19.) Where will you find three fellows bold as brass?
A brass coal bucket with three figures on it outside no. 32. (apologies this was covered on the night).
20.) Which animal rings a bell?
A cow on the doorbell at no.30.
Cross to the other side of the road.
21.) What would you use to go round the world in 57 days?
An ornamental hot air balloon at no. 57.
22.) Which cheap, old fashioned means of transport can you see?
A penny farthing planter in the garden at no. 55
23.) Where will you find a girl with links to the sea?
A label on the electricity substation says “Morgan Marine”.
Turn left down the path after the electricity substation and then right into the gap between the fences

24.) Can you find a word that sounds like a textile feline?
Lampost was made by Fabricat.
Turn left at the end of the path and walk around Abercairney Close clockwise.
25.) Look for a town in Hampshire.
There are several small drain covers that say Winchester on them.
26.) Where is Superman hiding?
A drain cover marked “Clarksteel”.
27.) Which house has a reptile on a wall?
No.10 has a lizard decoration on the wall.
28.) Which house is missing a book? 
No.18 has a Bell and a candle outside the door (Bell, Book and Candle).
Leaving Abercairney Close, turn left onto Abercairney place again and walk along the left-hand side of the road.
29.) Where should you make a wish?
At the wishing well in the garden at no. 37.
30.) Which house is ready to greet you?
No. 33 has a doormat with “Hello” written on it.
31.) Where does the miller live?
No.27 because of the millstone outside.
32.) Where will you find a house within a house?
In the window at no.19 where there is a small toy/dollhouse.
Cross the road to no.4 and turn right onto the footpath down the back of McNaughtons Garage.
33.) Find a friendly and sociable vehicle.
In the back yard of No.4 there is a caravan named Charisma.
34.) Who was Jo and why was she helpful to those in need?
There is a clematis with a plastic label saying “Clematis, Samaritan Jo”.
Continue onto Arnot Road when you reach the end of the footpath.

35.) How many lake dancers can you see?
There are 2 stone swans down the side of the building with flats in.
36.) Where do the heliophile’s live?
Sunflowers at no. 3.
Turn left onto Moray Place and look at both sides of the road.
37.) Which house is also a mountain?
Schehallion
